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Ah, spring. The
lengthening days and that
fresh smell are inspirations
to roll up your sleeves and
get orgamzed. You get
new batteries for the
smoke detector, clean out
the closet, and... get your
dog organized?

Call it Canine Cleaning
Day! Or the Dog Days of
Spring. No matter how
orgamzed you are, or not,
use this list to tidy up your
dog care routine.

Tidy up As you're spring-
cleaning your house, take
some time to clean your
dog's environment too. A
little cleaning now can
save you headaches later.

Clean and disinfect his
crate, sleeping and eating
areas, bowls, grooming
supplies, and his doghouse
if he has one. A solution of
water and 10% bleach is
inexpensive and effective.
Be sure Lo rinse well.

Wash his bedding, toys,
collar and leash, or
hamess, with hot water.

Throw out any old or
worn toys, and, if you can
get it away from your dog,
maybe that tennis ball that
has developed into a life
form of its own,

Examine his leash, collar,
and hamess. You may
want to replace a fraying
leash before it snaps. Does
his collar or harness sull fit
him well?

Dog's "House" in Order

Pamper him. While vou're
cleaning out all your dog's
stuff, treat your dog to an
¢xtra special grooming too.
Nails, haircut - the works!
Ask the groomer to check
his anal sacs too.

Re-evaluate his dog food.
Is he a puppy? Should he
be eating food for older or
overweight dogs? If
necessary, take the time to
transition him to his new
food.

Organize paper work

Are you keeping his
records in a drawer that's
also full of receipts, old
grocery lists, and the odd
playing card? It's a good
time to pick up a file folder
and collect all of his
important papers in one
place.

Doing this now can help in
the event of an emergency,

If you moved, did you
inform the microchip
company?

Review your pet insurance
policy and make sure it's
still appropriate.

Do you have a clearly
visible sticker or sign on
your door to indicate that

there is a pet that needs to
be rescued in an
emergency? Is it up to
date, visible, and in good
shape? If you live in a
multiple-unit building,
does security or
management know about
your pet?

Sometmes your dog's
microchip can move
within his body and
can't be read on the
scanner. Make an
appointment to check it
out, or make a note in
your files to have it
done during his next
annual.
